Open Educational Resources (OER) help 
lower the cost of a college education. 
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OER involves teaching, learning and research materials that make use of appropriate tools, such 
as open licensing, to permit their free reuse, continuous improvement and repurposing by others 
for educational purposes.2

Open Educational Resources
INCREASE ACCESS  
to textbooks and learning materials and 
REDUCE COSTS  
for students and institutions.
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Materials are designed to be free for students.
Development encourages creativity and collaboration.
Resources can often be revised and redistributed.
Usage leads to greater student success.3
